Helpful Hints for Your RV

Tire Pressure Monitors

This is probably more appropriate for all of you pulling trailers of any
variety, but is equally important for safety in motor homes. If you’ve ev-
er had a tire blow on a trailer with double axels, and not noticed it until
you ve gone several more miles, then .
you’ve probably also had the exper1-
ence of significant camper damage _
around the wheel-well from the tire as
it shredded to pieces. The damage can
be anything from minor appearance
issues to massive trim, structural, wir- -
ing, plumbmg, etc. damage up to possibly setting the Vehlcle on fire or
causing a roll-over.

By installing tire pressure monitors much of that damage can be
avoided. The monitor systems alert you the instant you begin to loose
air. The tire does not need to deflate completely. The systems also alert
you if there is an unwarranted rise in the tire pressure or temperature, a
precursor to a blow-out.

There are several aftermarket systems available that simply attach to
the valve stem. Some come with replaceable batteries, others come
sealed without the ability to change batteries, but have a typical battery
lifetime of 5 years. For more on these systems, simply go on line and
search for tire pressure monitors or TPMs.

6. Don’t worry about cropping photos; we can take care of that.
