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Notes from Your Editor 
 

A s many of you know – much less are experiencing 
– this summer has been one heck of a ride. Exces-

sive heat, torrential rains (with flooding) and damaging 
winds have wreaked havoc either with travel plans, 
outside activities, or life in general. We hope everyone has remained safe. 

We certainly have not done the travel we intended this summer, but the 
weather was not the reason – it was other things. Back at the beginning of 
this year we decided to pursue buying a Class C motorhome to replace 
our then-existing bumper-pull travel trailer. The reason? It was getting 
too much of a pain for me to manually crank up the stabilizers, remove 
the X-Chocks, couple the trailer to the truck, put on the anti-sway weight 
distribution bars, and then reverse the process (including having to level 
the trailer from side to side and from front to back) when we arrived at a 
campground. For a Class C you just drive in, push a button to level the 
unit (assuming you have that option, and we do) and you’re done. Of 
course, one still has to hook up water, sewer and electric, but that is less 
of a hassle than the previously-mentioned truck/trailer coupling issues. 

We considered five major items: chassis vendor, engine fuel type, 
floorplan layout, cargo carrying capacity and whether to purchase new or 
used. We went to several local RV shows and hit all the local RV dealers 
(and many not-so-local) and quickly settled on a floorplan that was avail-
able from several manufacturers. The biggest difference between the 
models, other than options, color schemes and fit-and-finish, was outside 
basement storage space. Of the models available for the floor plan of in-
terest, Coachmen had 60 cubic feet of outside storage, Winnebago had 45 
cubic feet and Thor had 30 cubic feet. I did not crawl around under all the 
different units to see what they were doing that would so drastically af-
fect storage given they all had the same floorplan, but as we would no 
longer have our long-bed truck (since we were no longer pulling a trailer) 
we wanted plenty of inside and outside storage. 

As of this writing we’ve had our new RV just over a month, and we’re 
still in the process of making it ours: finding a place to add in the Energy 
Management System (see V58#3, Summer 2020 for a discussion on why 
you should consider having one of these), changing the outside locks 
from 751 keys to something that not every RV owner has, figuring out 
where to put our ‘stuff’ (inside and out), adding valve stem extenders and 
mounting the paper towel holder (why don’t they come with one?) 

It never ceases to amaze me that while you are looking to buy the deal-
ership treats you with kid gloves, but after the paperwork is signed, they 
won’t return your phone calls or email. There were a few (mostly cosmet-
ic) items that we discovered during our pre-delivery inspection (see 
V59#1, Winter 2020) for a discussion on this) that we want remedied, 
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and we have escalated our concern up their management chain. 
I’ll detail the particulars of our search in a future issue of the TIMES. I 

welcome you to contribute your comments on your RV-buying experi-
ence (whether bumper-pull, fifth wheel, Class A, B or C, pop-up or slide-
in) and what you found helpful (or not-so-helpful) for the process. 

A few of the NSDCA Chapters that do not camp over the winter 
months have been providing their “chats” well before the deadline as to 
what they have been doing, and some have even been sending in subse-
quent additions for activities not included in the original submission. I 
encourage you to send something in when you have it; don’t wait until 
the last minute. If you have already sent in your “chat” or provided your 
camping schedule – and you want to make an addition or revision – just 
let me know. For “chats,” just email (NSDCAtimes@gmail.com) the ad-
ditional material, and I’ll blend the parts together; for campouts, use the 
website’s submission process and in the ‘comments’ section let me know 
if this entry supersedes an earlier one or amends a current one. If there is 
no comment as just noted I will assume it is a new entry and a prior entry 
does not need to be removed. 

Regarding campout submissions, it will help me greatly if you would 
first check what you currently have posted on the website before making 
a new entry; I have received several duplicates lately of campouts that are 
already on the calendar. The wording in the comments section is slightly 
different for the newer entry, but there is no substantial change from the 
original. To see only your chapter’s entries, type the following into your 
browser’s address bar: http://nsdca.org/campouts.php?q=XXX and re-
place the ‘XXX’ with the three-digit numeric code for your Chapter 
(leading zeros are required). Thank you! 

I have not received any input regarding new campground venues as 
requested in the last issue. What’s the story there? Did you change to try 
something new, or was there a ‘problem’ with your previous venue? Let 
us know what challenges you face with new or existing facilities and how 
you solve (or at least ameliorate) them. Also, Publicity Director Bill 
Baker’s idea for “We tried this, and it worked great!” is still awaiting 
contributions. 

Speaking of contributions, I am tickled pink to report that 21 Chapters 
have submitted contributions for the Chats around the Campfire section 
in this issue. That’s almost 50% of the active chapters. Let’s keep it up! 

Lastly, if you are unsure of what to do, drop me an email 
(NSDCAtimes@gmail.com) and I’ll see what I can do to help you com-
plete your task. I try to acknowledge receipt of your email within a day or 
two, so if you don’t hear anything back from me, double check the email 
address you sent it to, and try again. Thanks!

Have More Fun Dancing! 
Dancing should be fun. That is what we are trying to promote. One 

of the least fun parts of dancing is when the square breaks down, though 
sometimes it can be hilarious. Here I will give you a list of things that, as 
a caller and dancer, I find increases my dancing enjoyment. I am not 
saying that “you” have these issues, but you can share these ideas with 
others.  

First: Yes, occasionally squares will break down. Yes, sometimes 
you will know it is your fault. We have all done it. When this happens, 
do not apologize. LOOK AT THE PERSON NEXT TO YOU AND 
GLARE. They will be sure it was their fault, and they will apologize to 
you.

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Second: When there is more than one square on the floor and your 
square breaks down, form normal “he-she” lines. Do not worry about 
whose partner you have. Whether the caller sees you are broken down or 
not, he will eventually put the other dancers in lines. When he does, you 
will be ready. What happens when you square your set? First, the caller 
must notice that you are not dancing. Then he needs to resolve the other 
squares to get to the Allemande Left and then the Right and Left Grand. 
If you are in a big hall, he may not notice that you have been standing for 
a while. 

To reduce breakdowns: 
• Hold hands with those next to you. When I say ‘hold,’ I mean touch. 

Men palm up; Ladies palm down. When you do a Pass Thru the gen-
tleman should always offer his hand. Elbows should be bent with 
hands at your side. When dancing with the same gender, you can 
fight up or down. Dancing is a contact sport, touching is appropriate. 
This lets the person next to you know they are in the right spot and 
keeps them in the right spot until the next call. NO TIGHT GRIPS, 
no turning other dancers, no pulling, no pushing. If you feel you must 
direct someone, point where you think they should go. Keep your 
squares small. This helps with timing. You should take a step on each 
beat of music. If your square is too big, it is particularly hard for the 
ladies. When the ladies Chain Across, gentleman step into the square 
to turn them and tighten it up. For Star Promenades and Thar Stars, 
tighten it up. If you are a caller reading this, put the ladies in the cen-
ter and have the men run so they understand what the ladies have to 
do. 

• Keep your head up. Looking at the floor or your feet will not help 
you. By keeping your head up, you can see what everyone else is do-
ing. You will also look like you know what you are doing, and your 
back will feel better. 

Lastly: Yes, your square will break down. Yes, you will know it is your 
fault. We have all done it. When this happens, do not apologize. LOOK 
AT THE PERSON NEXT TO YOU AND GLARE. They will be sure it 
was their fault, and they will apologize to you.
